READ THIS IMPORTANT NOTICE BEFORE YOU REGISTER: The National Guardianship Association (NGA) conducts Review Course for the National Certified
Guardian exam and makes available study materials. The Center for Guardianship Certification (CGC) administers the exams. Because courses and exams are
run by different organizations, you must register and pay separately with each organization. Those planning to take state specific exams should always verify
requirements and procedures with their state authorities. Attending the NGA Review Course does not fulfill Florida’s requirement that their exam applicants
complete a 40-hour course approved by the Florida Public Guardianship Office. California has indicated it will accept the time spent in the review course toward
their 30-hour requirement for pre-exam education. NGA reserves the right to cancel any course and refund payment if enrollment does not meet minimum
requirements by the course deadline.

The NGA Review Course is offered on a regular basis in a webinar format offering guardians, conservators and fiduciaries the opportunity to
participate in a study program for the national certification exam from their own desk using a computer and a toll free phone number. Each of the
four hour-long modules is focused on a defined topic so participants can register for all four sessions or just those where brush-up training is
desired. The overall course is an in-depth review of the NGA National Study Guide and is taught by “Approved Educators” from NGA. The course is
not intended to cover state-specific portions of examinations in California, Florida or Texas. Email questions to info@guardianship.org.
